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Hello again, from the pages of our Town Newsletter. Our summer day recreation
program and our baseball program both flourished in spite of the cool and wet
weather we experienced this summer. Sally Marotta-Reed, our Recreation Direc-
tor, and Rodney Hogg, our Baseball Director, both deserve immense praise for
planning and supervising such outstanding programs. The Recreation Day pro-
gram had a record number of children (300+) registered between the Cambria
and Pekin sites. We are fortunate to have an experienced and energetic staff of
counselors, working with and ensuring the safety of our children ~ they did a fine
job! Our baseball program fielded twelve teams for 170 children in different age
divisions. A new arrangement with the Town of Wheatfield and the Town of
Lewiston increased the variety of competition for our players and provided a
higher level of competition for the older boys and girls. Cambria teams won two
league championships. The Cambria Cubs, coached by Krista Howland, won the
Boys 9-12 championship and the Cambria Yankees, coached by Larry Amacher,
won the Girls 15-17 Ponytail championship. Congratulations and well done to all
our players and volunteer coaches, whose dedication and enthusiasm make a suc-
cessful program possible.

Work on the Town Park is continuing, thanks in large part to the efforts of our
Highway Department team. The focus is on completing the main drainage sys-
tem, a project rescheduled by last summer’s rainy spells and delayed this year by
more inclement weather. The retention ponds are almost completed. Drainage
tile will be installed to service the western half of the property. The ground exca-
vated for the retention ponds is being used to build up the area designated for the
first of two hard ball diamonds, along with two soccer fields planned for the south
side of the construction area. It is anticipated that under drainage could be in-
stalled in those fields during 2010, with the possibility of limited play in 2010 and
full use in 2011. In the meantime, the Town has re-applied for grants to support
the development of the athletic fields, but that is a long process before the money
can be realized. Long-term bonding is always an option, but we must find a way
to cover principal and interest payments within the constraints of the budget and
without increasing taxes. I realize that some individuals are dissatisfied with the
pace of park development, but it was planned all along as a long-term project.
Park development is a balance between meeting the recreational needs of our
growing population and the fiscal reality of a reasonable tax load and the con-
straints of the Town taxable value on assessments.

Congratulations to our newest Eagle Scouts: Robert Urtel, Christopher Kassay,
Lee Gugino and John Kummer. Their achievements have been recognized with
individual Town Board proclamations. Eagle Scout is the highest Boy Scout rank
and is earned by less than 3% of the total Boy Scout population. It recognizes
superior leadership qualities, as well as strong moral character and regular par-
ticipation in a wide range of activities, both within and outside of the Boy Scout
program. Please share our pride in these young Town of Cambria citizens.

Well, summer has come and gone in the blink of an eye!
The temperatures were below normal, but the precipitation
far surpassed any record we have seen in a very long time.
Needless to say, all the wet weather has delayed ditching
projects and emergency flood control was top priority.

We had the opportunity, between raindrops, to install a
second road in the Town Park and begin digging the pond.
This is an ongoing process and, weather permitting, will be
completed this fall.

Brush chipping resumed September 1st and will continue
until we have to salt the roads. We appreciate all the coop-
eration of the residents during the summer months. As a
reminder, please be aware that EVERY YEAR brush chip-
ping ceases in July and August due to road paving and com-
pletion of “fair weather” projects. This year, several home-
owners called thinking their brush piles were overlooked.
You can be assured that we will attend to the list of calls as
soon as possible.

The Town of Cambria Winter Parking Ordinance will
take effect beginning November 15t and remain in effect
until April 1, 2010. There is no parking permitted on Town
roads between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m. This
allows us to make sure the roads are safe and clear before
the morning commute. Please remember that winter road
conditions can be unpredictable. ALWAYS use safe driving
practices while driving in the winter, using extra caution
around snow removal equipment.

WATER DEPARTMENT NEWS

Water Service Compliance ~ The Cambria Water De-
partment continues to practice procedures that ensure the
public safety of our customers and residences. Compliance
inspections of water services will be conducted for all new
builds and when homes are sold. There is no charge for this
inspection; however, as per the proposed amendment to the
Water Ordinance, it will be a mandated procedure. At the
time of the compliance inspection, Water Department per-
sonnel will verify that a proper check valve has been in-
stalled and is in proper working order. This device prevents
household water from returning into the public water sys-
tem. In conjunction with the check valve regulation, instal-
lation of an expansion tank is recommended. The expansion
tank prevents pressure build-up that may cause the relief
valve on your hot water heater to discharge or drip onto the
floor.

A reminder to our residents that final meter readings and
compliance inspections will be required when homes are
sold. Final meter readings are always taken from the physi-
cal water meter, not remotely.

When ownership of property is transferred, an appointment
for the final meter reading and Water Service Compliance
Inspection should be made. Be certain to provide the Water
Department with the name and address of the new owner of
the property and the name and address of the individual
responsible for payment of the final bill.

Following this procedure will eliminate delays when closing
the sale of your property.

Water Meter Program ~ The automated meter program
continues to be successful, with over 50% of the households
in Cambria now serviced with the new meters. The radio-
read meter program has already proven to be cost-effective,
saving taxpayer money by alerting our residents that they
may have a leak. Please call us to make an appointment for
your new meter.

Until your new water meter is installed, PLEASE continue
to promptly send in your meter readings by mailing the me-
ter cards, by calling in the reading by phone at 433-2468 or
via the internet, at www.townofcambria.com.

All animals
must be properly restrained. Cats and ferrets must be in a box
carrier and dogs must be leashed.

DOG ENUMERATION

It is anticipated that we will be conducting a town-wide dog
enumeration in the spring of 2010. New York State law re-
quires all dogs over the age of four months to be li-
censed. If you harbor an unlicensed dog and it is reported by
the dog enumerator, in addition to the license fee, you will be
subject to a New York State mandated fee of $5.00 per dog.
License fees for unspayed/unneutered dogs: $15.00; spayed/
neutered: $7.00. At time of licensing, please present a valid ra-
bies certificate, along with proof of spaying/neutering.
